the art sporting facility which has been developed on a former waste disposal site which had been treated, filled
and compacted with 850,000 tonnes of clean fill. The facility is made up of six playing fields, twelve netball courts,
an athletics track, a driving range as well as an 18 hole Championship Golf Course.

Golf By Design were impressed with what they had read about the Ecoblanket process and were interested in
engaging The Hills Bark Blower on potentially assisting with the 50,000 square metres of native landscape which had
to be established throughout the course. They particularly grew fond of the fact that Ecoblanket establishes a very
natural looking environment as opposed to specifically set out planted areas with very unnatural looking borders.

Our Proposal was accepted and for the first time in NSW, Ecoblanket was to replace the need for mass planted

areas on a golf course, requiring the importation of organic top soil, mulching and frequent irrigation.

Works commenced in April 2011 and would be carried out over the next 6 months as the areas became available

for application.

NOW 18 HOLE GOLF COURSE
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Our initial site visit involved mapping out the logistics of
working in with civil works as well as planning when we would
be best suited to applying the Ecoblanket. The benefit we
had was that we could pump our Compost in excess of 100
lineal metres from where our truck was parked allowing
freshly laid fairways to remain undisturbed or damaged.

At this point we also took multiple site soil samples (Bottom
Right) and sent them away for testing. This allows us to
identify what amendments are required prior to applying the
Ecoblanket to ensure optimum growth and survival of the
native species.

In this case, soil amelioration required the addition of
Gypsum as well as Agricultural Lime to help in establishment,
and ensure the health and longevity of the trees and shrubs.
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Top Lett: Shows our crew starting the application process
where the front nine holes connect on to the start of the
back nine holes. Distance pumped here was 115 lineal
metres.

contractor. This will eventually allow certain areas to
receive more shade than others.

Bottom Right: In order to gain maximum productivity, we
utilized the space given to us on site and stockpiled and
loaded on site allowing us to treat In excess of 4,000
square metres, daily.
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
